	Description of process for obtaining a service 
	Documents for the approval of the Standard document may be submitted directly to the Radiation Protection Center upon the person's arrival at the Radiation Protection Center, Kalvariju str. 153, LT-08352, Vilnius, either remotely or by secure electronic means directly or via a contact center.
Approved Standard document shall be sent by post or, at the request of the person concerned, may be given to the applicant or to a person authorized by him.

	List of documents to be submitted to obtain a permit
	It is required to provide following documents:
1. The obligation that sealed radioactive sources will be returned back to the country of origin after the end of performed works.
2. The contract with radioactive waste manager for the disposal of the used radioactive sources for the case of the failure to return sources to the consignor due to any reasons that may occur and obtain insurance for the amount of the radioactive waste manger services.
3. Documents, ensuring, that:
3.1. vehicle will be escorted by a person performing the function of security forces (representative of the security services) during transport of the sealed radioactive sources of category I and the tracking devices will be used to monitor the movement of conveyances containing  sealed radioactive sources of category I; 
3.2. vehicle will be escorted by a person performing the function of security forces (representative of the security services or representative of the carrier), during transport of the  sealed radioactive sources of category II;
4. description of the security during transport of  sealed radioactive sources of category I-III, in accordance with the Order of the Minister of Health No. V-687 On Approval of the Regulations on Security of Sources of Ionizing Radiation, subparagraph 15.1;
5. written route plan prepared by carrier. In case the radioactive material is imported from the third country or exported to the third country, the border crossing points must be indicated. In case of shipments of  sealed radioactive sources of category I or II, alternative route must be identified; 
6. a copy of the consignee authorization or the competent authority of the third country of destination confirmation, that the consignee is authorized to receive and possess source, when  sealed radioactive sources category I and (or) II are exported to the third country.
7. A copy of certificate of sealed radioactive source.
8. A copy of certificate for package designs, except, Excepted type package.
9. Confirmation by the holder of the radioactive source that the radioactive source is properly packaged (indicate the type of packaging) and labeled (indicating the category of packaging and the transport index).
10. Confirmation that the state fee for services has been paid.
